11 Caution and settings
This guide completes the information given in the EC Owner's Manual.

A catamaran presents 6 times greater resistance to heeling than a
single-hull vessel. In ship design we refer to righting moment (multipli-
cation of the vessel's weight by the transverse distance between the
centre of gravity and the centre of flotation- or buoyancy).

This fact has real consequences for the handling and sail trimming of a
catamaran.

The fact that the boat does not heel over could conceal the use of an
excessive sail surface area, which could be dangerous for the crew and
the vessel. It is therefore essential to constantly monitor the apparent
wind and to prioritise trimming the sail surface area accordingly.

These adjustments should be applied in calm seas. In heavy seas, we
will reduce 10% earlier in terms of true wind speed. It is essential to
avoid putting the boat under any kind of stress.

One should always seek to direct the sails’ angle of attack towards the
apparent wind and to avoid over-trimming the sail, so that the flows
of air coming off the sail are parallel to each other; this will prevent
turbulence behind the sail.

1.2 Standing rigging characteristics

The catamaran was tuned by the shipyard and by the mast manufac-
turer during the first masting.

The cables will stretch a little during the first few cruises, so it is advi-
sable to have the mast inspected and adjusted by a professional.

Before setting sail, it is essential to ensure that the standing rigging is

in good condition: inspect the turnbuckles and check the condition of
the shrouds.

NOTICE

Any work on the standing rigging must be done by a pro-
fessional.

To hoist a crew member to the masthead use the free halyard.

Secure the crew member with a bowline knot on the ring of the
boatswain’s chair (do not use a snap hook or a shackle).

The free halyard - the only halyard allowed for this purpo-
se - is only used to hoist a crew member to the masthead.

4.2 Shore power socket / shore supply

The boat is equipped with a 230V / 50Hz shore power socket (1) located in
the aft starboard transom of the cockpit (230V / 60Hz for the US version).
It supplies the 230V circuit and the battery chargers.

A second 63A 230V / 50Hz (2) shore power socket dedicated to air conditio-
ning is installed nearby (50A 230V / 60Hz for the US version).

Before connecting or disconnecting the shore power cable, switch off the
disconnecting means connected to the shore power supply.

Connect the boat/shore power cable on the boat before plugging it into the
socket onshore.

Disconnect the boat/shore power cable on the shore first.

Close the shore power socket cap when the socket is not used.

DANGER

Never let the end of the boat/shore supply cable hang in wa-
ter. This may result in an electric field that could injure or Kill
nearby swimmers.

The shore power sockets are protected by circuit breakers located in the
port engine compartment (3).

The battery bank supplying the board with 24 V is located under the
saloon floorboard (1).

The general powering of the 24V circuit is done by activating the cir-
cuit breaker present in the technical compartment located under the
nacelle (2).

The key allows the circuit to be locked when the power is off.

Monitor the battery charge on the Scheiber/Navicolor display located
inside the boat on the front of the starboard companionway (3).

Battery charging

The battery bank is charged by two linked alternators. Depending on
her specifications, the boat can be equipped with one or two chargers
230V / 24V -100A (4). Recharging can also be carried out using the pho-
tovoltaic panels on the bimini (5) (optional).

Operation

Check that the chargers are powered up by controlling their circuit
breakers, located on the starboard AC electrical panel in the port
forward companionway cupboard.

For charging other than via the alternators, select the power source
(generator, shore power) from the Scheiber/Navicolor screen located
on the front of the starboard companionway.

The battery chargers can remain in operation even when the boat has
been powered down to 24V.

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4.4 24V/[230V inverters

The boat is equipped as standard with a 24V / 230V - 5,000W
inverter located forward in the electrical compartment under the na-
celle (1).

The Yacht Management System is an interface based on multiplexing,

accessible via the navigation screen or a tablet connected to the boat's

internal Wi-Fi. These devices can be used to control certain functions

relating to fluids or electrical systems. It is therefore possible to:

« Control the lighting in each area of the boat;

« Switch the navigation lights on and off;

« Manage the AC electrical sources;

« Manage the bilge pumps;

« View information relating to the various battery banks;

« View the freshwater tank levels and select the fill tank when the wa-
termaker is running;

« View the levels in the grey water tanks and trigger their discharge
into the sea;

« View fuel tank levels.

The Yacht Management System is not an application but an interface
that can be accessed via an internet address, only from the boat's Wi-Fi
and navigation screens.

Each interface is protected by a password: It is not possible to take
control of the Yacht Management System on a neighbouring boat.

Any intervention (software or hardware) on the installation or settings
of any electronic equipment or accessory connected to the Yacht Mana-
gement System or any NMEA 2000 electronic accessory not validated
by Construction Navale Bordeaux may cause the Yacht Management
System to fail.

« Grease all water intake valves and sea cocks.
e Flush and drain toilet bowls and holding tanks.
